AC power out let ( recep tac les) , ra ted 125- V, sing le phase, 15 or 20 Am p , accessib le to

either ord ina ry, instruc ted , or skilled persons, sha ll be p rovided with GFCI p rotec t ion.

A Residua l current p rotec t ive device (RCD) with ra te residua l opera t ing current not

exceed ing 30m A sha ll be used in the MAINS supp ly to socket- out lets intended for

genera l use.

The d isp lay m ust be connec ted to a g rounded wa ll socket out let .

The power p lug is used as the p rim a ry d isconnec t for the TV and sha ll rem a in read ily

accessib le.

Genera l Operation

The front panel used in this p roduc t is m ade of g lass. Therefore, it can b reak when the

p roduc t is d ropped or im pac ted .

The Liquid Crysta l Panel is a very high technology p roduc t with 2,073,600 p ixels, g iving

you fine p ic ture deta ils. Occasiona lly, a few non- ac t ive p ixels m ay appea r on the screen

as a fixed point of b lue, g reen, or red . This does not a ffec t the perform ance of your

p roduc t .

For added p rotec t ion during a lightning storm , or when the SunBrite is left una t tended

and unused for long periods of t im e, d isconnec t it from the wa ll out let and d isconnec t

the antenna . This p revents dam age due to lightning and power- line surges.

Do not p lace an outside antenna system in the vic in ity of overhead power lines or other

elec tric light or power c ircuits, or where it can fa ll into such power lines or c ircuits, as

contac t with them m ight be fa ta l.

Never p lace a cand le or flam e on top of, or nea r, your SunBrite.
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Preserve your eyesight

To reduce the eye stra in and p rotec t your vision when you wa tch your television, p lease

take the following steps:

• Take regula r and frequent b reaks. Extended viewing m ay cause eye fa t igue. We do not

recom m end wa tching for m ore than one hour without a b reak.

• Look away from the TV screen and focus on d istant ob jec ts during the b reaks for a t

least 10 m inutes.

• Relax yourself during a b reak by doing eye exerc ises or outdoor ac t ivit ies.

The recom m ended viewing d istance is to sit a t least as fa r away as three t im es the

vert ica l height of the screen.

Proper b reaks and exerc ises relieve eye stra in and fa t igue.

Repair

Do not service SunBrite yourself: Opening the cover voids the warranty and exposes you

to high voltage and other dangerous risks. Refer a ll servic ing to a qua lified service

p rofessiona l.

If any of the following cond it ions occurs, d isconnec t the power p lug , and ca ll a qua lified

service p rofessiona l to perform repa irs:

• When power p lug or p lug is dam aged .

• When ob jec ts have fa llen into the p roduc t .

• If unit was subm erged in wa ter or p ressure- washed .

• When p roduc t does not opera te p roperly as described in the opera t ing instruc t ions.

• When the p roduc t has been d ropped or dam aged .

• When the p roduc t d isp lays an abnorm a l cond it ion. Any not iceab le abnorm a lity in the

p roduc t ind ica tes tha t the p roduc t needs servic ing .
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Rep lacem ent pa rts: Ensure tha t the service person uses rep lacem ent pa rts p rovided by

SunBrite. Use of unauthorized pa rts can result in fire, elec tric shock and / or other danger.

Sa fety checks: Upon com p let ion of service or repa ir work, ask the service technic ian to

perform sa fety checks to ensure tha t the p roduc t is in p roper opera t ing cond it ion.

Side Panel Controls

Buttons a re p rovided on the left - hand side panel for controlling the TV without a rem ote.
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Power: Turn on the TV by p ressing the but ton once. Press and hold

the but ton to turn off the TV. If the On- Screen Disp lay (OSD) is

ac t ive, th is but ton func t ions as Enter or OK for the m enu.

Input : This but ton switches between the d ifferent sources of the

TV.

Menu: This but ton ac t iva tes the OSD. If the OSD is ac t ive, th is

but ton returns the selec t ion to the p revious m enu level.

Up / Down: These buttons change the TV channel up or down. If

the OSD is ac t ive, these buttons func t ion as up or down controls

for the m enu.

VOL+ / VOL– : These buttons inc rease or decrease the volum e. If

the OSD is ac t ive, these buttons func t ion as right (VOL+) or left

(VOL– ) controls for the m enu.

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SunBrite Outdoor Rem ote Control

Note: The SunBrite Outdoor Rem ote uses IR only. It does not support voice control.
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Requires 2 AAA ba tteries ( inc luded ) .

Requires sm a ll Phillip s sc rewd river to rem ove the four sc rews fastening the wea ther-

resistant ba t tery cover.

WebOS Rem ote Control

Ca ution: The WebOS Rem ote is not wea therp roof and should be stored indoors.

Requires 2 AA a lka line ba t teries, inc luded .

Note: The WebOS Rem ote uses IR and Bluetooth.
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Pairing the WebOS Rem ote

You m ust pa ir the WebOS Rem ote p rior to use as follows:

1. Turn on the TV. After about 20 seconds, point the rem ote towa rd the TV and then

p ress the Wheel (OK) .

2. The rem ote control is autom a t ica lly reg istered and the pa iring com p let ion

m essage is d isp layed on the TV screen.

If the WebOS Rem ote fa iled to reg ister, turn the TV off and back on. Then, t ry to reg ister

aga in.

Button Functions

Selec t Set t ings > Sett ings > Genera l > Accessib ility > Lea rn Rem ote Control. Follow the

on- sc reen instruc t ions. Press a button on the rem ote control for m ore inform a t ion about

the but ton.

Sm art Device Rem ote Control

To control your TV using a sm art device, download the offic ia l “LG ThinQ” app on App le

Store or Goog le Play.

Note: Beware of look- a likes! Download only the app tha t lists LG Elec tronics Inc . as

the developer and shows the icon below.

Once the app is insta lled , perform the following :

1. Follow the d irec t ions in the app .

2. Log in to your LG account.
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3. Allow the app to use Bluetooth.

4. Tap Add Device > TV. The app sea rches for your TV.

5. Pa ir the TV with the app by entering the on- sc reen code.

6. Follow the rem a ining d irec t ions in the app .

Set up TV On with Sm art Device Rem ote Control

To set up WOL (Wake- On- LAN) or Bluetooth to work using a sm art device as the rem ote

control, perform the following :

For Wi- Fi control, naviga te to All Set t ings > Genera l > Devices > Externa l Devices > TV On

With Mob ile > Turn on via Wi- Fi. Set ‘Turn on via Wi- Fi’ to ‘On’.

Note: This m ust be set even when controlling via a wired LAN.

To control via Wi- Fi, the router m ust support Wireless Mult im ed ia Extensions (WME

or WMM) .

Bluetooth control is a lso ava ilab le.

First Tim e Power On

When p lugg ing in your TV for the first t im e, it autom a t ica lly turns on and wa lks you

through the init ia l setup . Follow the onscreen instruc t ions using the SunBrite Outdoor

Rem ote.

Pro Tip: SunBrite TVs ship in APS (Auto Power Save) Mode. For the best outdoor

viewing experience, switch the p ic ture m ode to Vivid .

To switch your SunBrite to Vivid m ode:

1. Press the Sett ings but ton on your rem ote.

2. Selec t Pic ture Mode.
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3. Selec t Vivid .

Network Connection

Pro Tip: Beg in by set t ing up a Wi- Fi connec t ion, then set up the Ethernet

connec t ion. Having Wi- Fi as a seconda ry connec t ion is recom m ended as the

system autom a t ica lly reverts to Wi- Fi if the Ethernet connec t ion fa ils.

Whichever connec t ion (Wi- Fi or Ethernet) is ac t ive when the TV is powered off, tha t

connec t ion m ust be used to turn the TV back on using Wake- on- LAN.

Establishing a Wi- Fi Connection

• Go to All Set t ings > Genera l > Devices > Network > Wi- Fi Connec t ion

Pro Tip: Wired connec t ions a re m ore reliab le and faster than wireless connec t ions,

so use a wired connec t ion whenever possib le. Wi- Fi connec t ions a re sub jec t to

interference from build ing m a teria ls which m ay lim it the range and speed of your

Wi- Fi connec t ion. If it 's im possib le to use a wired connec t ion, exp lore solut ions to

im p rove your Wi- Fi coverage. This m ay inc lude reloca t ing access points, add ing

access points, or add ing Wi- Fi repea ters.

Your TV has a dua l- band wireless antenna built in, so it can estab lish a wireless

connec t ion to your network. Ensure your wireless access points a re working before

sta rt ing .

Here, you see the ava ilab le SSIDs. Selec t the desired SSID and enter the password .

Ethernet

Use your TV’s LAN port for d irec t connec t ion to your network.

• Go to All Set t ings > Genera l > Devices > Network > Wired Connec t ion (Ethernet)
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Pro Tip: For best results, set your router to use Dynam ic Host Configura t ion

Protocol (DHCP) . This way, the router autom a t ica lly p rovides the TV with an IP

add ress, subnet m ask, ga teway, and DNS, so you don’t have to enter them

m anua lly. You m ay want to add a router reserva t ion for the TV for reliab le

IP control.

Ca ution: When using the LAN port for IP control, connec t the cab le to the network

router or switch before connec t ing it to the TV's LAN port .

Ca ution:

• Turn off PoEon the Ethernet line connec t ing to the TV.

• Spec ifica lly, passive PoE injec tors supp ly voltage on Ethernet pa irs with no

negot ia t ion or sa fety checks. Plugg ing a standa rd Ethernet device into a passive

PoE line (espec ia lly 24V or 48V) it m ay dam age the TV's Ethernet port .

Other options

Add a Hidden Wireless Network: If your wireless network does not b roadcast its SSID,

th is com m and a llows you to enter your network’s nam e, security m ode, and password .

Connec t ing via WPS PBC and WPS PIN a re a lso ava ilab le.

IP Control

Your TV supports IP control through the loca l a rea network (LAN) . The TV can accep t

va lid com m ands issued by another device in the sam e network through the p redefined

network interface and com m and form a t, such as shutdown, volum e up / volum e down,

switch channels, etc .

Note: Turn on via Wifi m ust be enab led for IP Control to opera te even if you a re

using a wired Ethernet connec t ion (Sett ings > genera l > devices > externa l devices

> TV on with m ob ile > Turn on Via Wifi) .

Control4 OS Com patib ility

This d river is designed to work seam lessly with Control4 OS 3.4.2 and la ter, ensuring

op t im a l perform ance and reliab ility.

Turn on the TV to ensure tha t the SDDP is b roadcast from the TV to the network before

add ing to the Control4 p rojec t in com poser.

Pro Tip: For the m ost reliab le IP control, connec t your device via Ethernet .

Pro Tip: Reserve your TV’s IP add ress using DHCP reserva t ion. It ’s easy to set up

through your router’s set t ings or via OvrC if you’re using a com pa t ib le networking

device.

Control Method

This d river supports both IP (network) and IR control. The control m ethod is determ ined

by the Com m unica t ion Method p roperty on the d river. ( i.e., naviga te to System Design,

selec t the d river, go to the Propert ies tab , and set the Com m unica t ion Method ) . Ensure

the app rop ria te control b ind ing is estab lished :

l For Network control, use the Network Connec t ions tab .

l For IR control, use the Control/ AV Connec t ions tab .

Although m ult ip le control connec t ions can be configured , only the control m ethod

spec ified by the Com m unica t ion Method p roperty will be ut ilized .
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IP Control ( Control4 driver only)

This TV supports SDDP. See "Add ing the TV to Control4 via SDDP" on page 20 , below, for

instruc t ions.

IR Control ( Control4 driver only)

To enab le IR control, perform the following : 

In Com poser, set the Com m unica t ion Method p roperty to IR.

Bind the IR connec t ion to a Control4 controller's IR output .

Either posit ion the IR em it ter correc t ly on the front of the TV or connec t d irec t ly to the 3.5

m m IR input on the rea r of the TV to ensure p roper control.

Note: This TV does not support RS- 232 com m unica t ion.

IP Control Setup

To set up IP Control on your TV, perform the following steps:
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1. Connec t your TV to a wired or wireless network.

2. Unhide the IP Control Setup m enu.

a . Naviga te to Menu > All Set t ings > Genera l > Network. Move the cursor onto

Network, but do not press OK!

b . Then, input “82888” using the num ber keys. Enter the d ig its in quick

succession. It takes a few seconds for the IP Control m enu to appea r.

3. With the ‘IP Control Setup ’ m enu open:

a . Set Control4 SDDP to ‘On’ and

b . Set Wake- on- LAN to 'On' (TV power on)
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4. To enab le Network IP Control and genera te a keycode, go to Network IP Control

and p ress OK.
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5. In the Network IP Control m enu perform the following : 

a . Set Network IP Control to 'On'.

b . Highlight the Genera te Keycode button and p ress OK. Record the key code.

Trea t it like a password , as it is required for network security.

c . Note: Each t im e a new key code is genera ted , any p revious key codes

a re inva lida ted .

6. Enter the TV’s key code into the d river’s Password p roperty.

7. Enab le the Turn on via Wifi set t ing (Set t ings > genera l > devices > externa l devices

> TV on with m ob ile > Turn on Via Wifi) .
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Note: Turn on via Wifi m ust be enab led for IP Control to opera te even if you a re

using a wired Ethernet connec t ion (Sett ings > genera l > devices > externa l devices

> TV on with m ob ile > Turn on Via Wifi) .

8. For technica l deta ils, see IP Control Guide.

Adding the TV to Control4 via SDDP

Note: With the TV powered on and SDDP enab led , your TV will appea r in

Com poser's Discovered tab under the m anufac turer SILICONPLAYER. See the

following screenshots.
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To autom a t ica lly add your TV to your Control4 system , perform the following :

1. Turn on your TV to ensure tha t the SDDP is b roadcast from the TV to the network.

The TV does not b roadcast SDDP when in sleep m ode.

2. With your TV connec ted to the network, sta rt Com poser Pro and connec t to a

Direc tor.

3. Click System Design (default view) .

4. In the Item s pane, c lick the Discovered tab . View the devices in the list . In the

p rojec t , c lick the room to add the device to.

5. In the Discovered list ( Item s pane) , doub le- c lick the device to add it to the p rojec t .

Adding the TV to a Control System Manua lly

To m anua lly add a TV to a control system , you will need :

l the MAC add ress of the network connec t ion

l the IP add ress of the TV

l Network > IP control > key code
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Controlling the TV

Basic IP control is achieved by using Wake- on- LAN to turn the TV on, then a ll rem a ining

control is done by encryp ted API com m ands, inc lud ing Power Off.

Pro Tip: We highly recom m end tha t you connec t the TV to the network using

Ethernet instead of Wi- Fi.

Note: Once IP Control is configured , the only way to turn the TV on from standby is

with Wake- on- LAN.

Picture prob lem s

No p ic ture, or b lack and white p ic ture: Disconnec t the TV power p lug from AC out let and

re- connec t a fter 60 seconds. Check tha t the Color Sa tura t ion is set to 50 or higher. Try

d ifferent TV channels.

The p ic ture is d istorted : The com pression of video content m ay cause p ic ture

d istort ions, espec ia lly in fast- m oving p ic tures from sports p rog ram s and ac t ion m ovies.

If the signa l recep t ion is weak or poor, sc reen d istort ion m ay be visib le but it is not a

m a lfunc t ion. Mob ile phones used c lose to the TV (with in 1m ) m ay cause noise on

ana logue and d ig ita l channels.

The p ic ture is b lurry, flickering , or cuts out m om enta rily: All Set t ings > Pic ture > Advanced

Sett ings > Cla rity > Ad just Sha rpness. You can try to inc rease or decrease the Sha rpness.

If you use an externa l antenna , check the d irec t ion, posit ion and connec t ion of the

antenna . Ad just the d irec t ion of your antenna , or reset or fine tune the channel.

The p ic ture appea rs red , purp le, p ink, and other colors: All Set t ings > Pic ture > Advanced

Sett ings > Color > White Ba lance. You can try to inc rease or decrease the White Ba lance.

The p ic ture appea rs wavy and d istorted : Som e elec trica l app liances m ay a ffec t the TV.

If you turn off the app liance and the interference goes away, then m ove it further away

If the p rob lem persists, check the b roadcast signa l st reng th or refer to the externa l

device’s m anua l.
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Network prob lem s

There is no signa l or weak signa l in the cab le box: If there is no signa l occasiona lly,

d isconnec t the cab le from the TV and p lug it back in a fter 60 seconds. Change to

another HDMI port . Rep lace the HDMI cab le.

There is no sound : Check if the Aud io Out op t ion in the m enu is ARC/ eARC, if not , you

need to check whether the externa l power am p lifier device is connec ted to the ARC port

or op t ica l port of the TV. Go to All Set t ings > Sound > Sound Out > Use TV Speaker. Check

whether the power am p lifier device port is connec ted correc t ly.

The rem ote control does not work: Confirm tha t TV st ill has power and is opera t iona l.

Check tha t the ba t teries a re correc t ly insta lled . Place new ba tteries in the rem ote

control. If som e buttons don't work, but the volum e buttons work norm a lly, the p rob lem

is likely with the app lica t ion.

Media file prob lem s

Som e files can’t be p layed : Most files can be p layed back.

You m ight experience p rob lem s with corrup ted files or with files tha t have high b it ra te,

unsupported resolut ion, unsupported conta iner, or unsupported codec .

App prob lem s

Netflix won't p lay: Turn off the TV, wa it a t least 10 seconds, and turn it back on. Then,

reopen Netflix. If the p rob lem persists, reset the TV to fac tory set t ings (All Set t ings >

System > Reset to Init ia l Set t ings) .

The TV sm ells of p last ic : This sm ell is norm a l for a new TV and will d issipa te over t im e.

When I turn on m y TV, there is a delay of a few seconds before the p ic ture appea rs: This

is norm a l. The TV is in it ia lizing and sea rching for p revious set t ing inform a t ion.
